The Day of Pentecost - Imparting of Sign Gifts
There has been mistakenly mentioned in the literature that on the day of Pentecost, women were given the sign gifts and also spoke in tongues.  However the record specifically says, "the eleven", and, "these men are not drunk", clearly specifying that only the eleven remaining Apostles (men) were involved.  This is also supported later in Acts when it was necessary to have one of the eleven, originally given the gift, to come and transfer it by laying on hands (Acts 8:14-18).

The relevant Scriptures:

Joel 2:28  After all of this I will pour out my Spirit on all kinds of people. Your sons and daughters will prophesy. Your elderly will dream dreams; your young men will see revelatory visions. 
2:29 Even on male and female servants I will pour out my Spirit in those days. 2:30 I will produce portents both in the sky and on the earth—blood, fire, and columns of smoke
2:31 The sun will be reduced to darkness and the moon to the color of blood, before the day of the Lord comes -  that great and terrible day! 
Acts 2:14 But Peter stood up with the eleven, raised his voice, and addressed them: “You Jewish men and all you who live in Jerusalem, let this be known to you and listen carefully to what I say. 2:15 In spite of what you think, these men are not drunk, for it is only nine o’clock in the morning. 2:16 But this is what was spoken about through the prophet Joel:
2:17 ‘And in the last days it will be,’ God says,  ‘that I will pour out my Spirit on all people, and your sons and your daughters will prophesy, and your young men will see visions,  and your old men will dream dreams.  2:18 Even on my slaves, both men and women,  I will pour out my Spirit in those days, and they will prophesy.  2:19 And I will perform wonders in the sky above and miraculous signs on the earth below, blood and fire and clouds of smoke.  2:20 The sun will be changed to darkness and the moon to blood before the great and glorious day of the Lord comes.  2:21 And then everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved.’

The phrase in the last days is not from Joel, but represents Peter’s interpretive explanation of the current events as falling “in the last days.”  

Note also that "wonders in the sky above and miraculous signs on the earth below,   blood and fire and clouds of smoke. The sun will be changed to darkness and the moon to blood ", did not occur at that time.  This appears to have been a prelude, partial fulfillment, or an example of what God is capable of, in a yet future event.

The words and they will prophesy in Acts 2:18 are not quoted from Joel 2:29 at this point but are repeated from earlier in the quotation (Acts 2:17) for emphasis. Tongues speaking is described as prophecy, just like intelligible tongues is described in 1 Cor 14:26-33.
