
In most local churches only a small number in the
congregation are involved in recruiting new
members. (See graph above.) Nearly half (46%)
report that “few” of their members are involved in
outreach and evangelism, while another 39% say
that “some” of their members are involved, but
most are not. Just one in six local churches (14%)
report that all or most of their members get
involved in outreach and evangelism.

The most common outreach or evangelism activity
in Adventist congregations is a Bible study group or
seminar. (See graph below.) The majority of local
churches also use visits and phone calls by a
pastor, stress in preaching and teaching the
importance of personal witnessing by church
members, have one or more church members who 

make visits and phone calls, conduct a class on
church doctrines or theology, and use both
newspaper ads or news releases and direct mail
advertising in their outreach and evangelism.
Smaller numbers of local churches conduct special
worship services intended to attract the
unchurched or non-members (such as “Bring a
friend” Sabbath, seeker services, revivals, etc.),
sponsor self-help or personal growth groups, use
entry events (such as parenting classes, young
singles night, concerts, etc.), have or participate in
a prison ministry, place spots on local radio or TV,
provide a discussion group on contemporary
issues, and make focused efforts to identify and
contact people who have recently moved into the
area.
