	1.  Hear the Gospel message
John 5:24 (NASB)  "Truly, truly, I say to you, he who hears My word, and believes Him who sent Me, has eternal life, and does not come into judgment, but has passed out of death into life.

Acts 15:7 (NASB)  And after there had been much debate, Peter stood up and said to them, "Brethren, you know that in the early days God made a choice among you, that by my mouth the Gentiles should hear the word of the gospel and believe.
 

	
	2. Believe in Jesus as the resurrected Son of God 
John 3:16 (NASB)  "For God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish, but have eternal life.

Acts 16:31 (NASB)  And they said, "Believe in the Lord Jesus, and you shall be saved, you and your household."

Heb 11:6 (NASB)  And without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he who comes to God must believe that He is, and that He is a rewarder of those who seek Him.
John 3:16-18 (NASB)  "For God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish, but have eternal life.  "For God did not send the Son into the world to judge the world, but that the world should be saved through Him.  "He who believes in Him is not judged; he who does not believe has been judged already, because he has not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of God.

Acts 16:31 (NASB)  And they said, "Believe in the Lord Jesus, and you shall be saved, you and your household."



	

	3. Repent (turn away from known sins) 

Luke 13:3 (NASB)  "I tell you, no, but unless you repent, you will all likewise perish.

Luke 15:7 (NASB)  "I tell you that in the same way, there will be more joy in heaven over one sinner who repents, than over ninety-nine righteous persons who need no repentance.

Acts 2:38 (NASB)  And Peter said to them, "Repent, and let each of you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins; and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.

Acts 17:30 (NASB)  "Therefore having overlooked the times of ignorance, God is now declaring to men that all everywhere should repent,

2 Pet 3:9 (NASB)  The Lord is not slow about His promise, as some count slowness, but is patient toward you, not wishing for any to perish but for all to come to repentance.

2 Cor 7:10 (NASB)  For the sorrow that is according to the will of God produces a repentance without regret, leading to salvation; but the sorrow of the world produces death.



	
	4. Confess Christ before others 
Mat 10:32-33 (NASB)  "Everyone therefore who shall confess Me before men, I will also confess him before My Father who is in heaven.  "But whoever shall deny Me before men, I will also deny him before My Father who is in heaven.

Mark 8:38 (NASB)  "For whoever is ashamed of Me and My words in this adulterous and sinful generation, the Son of Man will also be ashamed of him when He comes in the glory of His Father with the holy angels."

1 Tim 6:12-13 (NASB)  Fight the good fight of faith; take hold of the eternal life to which you were called, and you made the good confession in the presence of many witnesses.  I charge you in the presence of God, who gives life to all things, and of Christ Jesus, who testified the good confession before Pontius Pilate,

Rom 10:9-10 (NASB)  that if you confess with your mouth Jesus as Lord, and believe in your heart that God raised Him from the dead, you shall be saved;  for with the heart man believes, resulting in righteousness, and with the mouth he confesses, resulting in salvation.



	
	5. Be baptized (immersed in water) for the forgiveness of sins and the gift of the Holy Spirit–for salvation 


Mat 28:18-20 (NASB)  And Jesus came up and spoke to them, saying, "All authority has been given to Me in heaven and on earth. "Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age."

Mark 16:16 (NASB)  "He who has believed and has been baptized shall be saved; but he who has disbelieved shall be condemned.

John 3:5 (NASB)  Jesus answered, "Truly, truly, I say to you, unless one is born of water and the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God.

Acts 2:38 (NASB)  And Peter said to them, "Repent, and let each of you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins; and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.

Acts 8:36-39 (NASB)  And as they went along the road they came to some water; and the eunuch said^, "Look! Water! What prevents me from being baptized?"And Philip said, "If you believe with all your heart, you may." And he answered and said, "I believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God." And he ordered the chariot to stop; and they both went down into the water, Philip as well as the eunuch; and he baptized him. And when they came up out of the water, the Spirit of the Lord snatched Philip away; and the eunuch saw him no more, but went on his way rejoicing.

Acts 16:33 (NASB)  And he took them that very hour of the night and washed their wounds, and immediately he was baptized, he and all his household.

Rom 6:4 (NASB)  Therefore we have been buried with Him through baptism into death, in order that as Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, so we too might walk in newness of life.

Rom 6:5-6 (NASB)  For if we have become united with Him in the likeness of His death, certainly we shall be also in the likeness of His resurrection, knowing this, that our old self was crucified with Him, that our body of sin might be done away with, that we should no longer be slaves to sin;

Col 2:12 (NASB)  having been buried with Him in baptism, in which you were also raised up with Him through faith in the working of God, who raised Him from the dead.

1 Pet 3:21 (NASB)  And corresponding to that, baptism now saves you-- not the removal of dirt from the flesh, but an appeal to God for a good conscience-- through the resurrection of Jesus Christ,



	
	6. Live a faithful Christian life and stand firm to the end (Matthew 10:22 & Mark 13:13)


Mat 10:22 (NASB)  "And you will be hated by all on account of My name, but it is the one who has endured to the end who will be saved.

Mark 13:13 (NASB)  "And you will be hated by all on account of My name, but the one who endures to the end, he shall be saved.
